There are a number of ways you can find journal articles relating to a subject:
1. Use OneSearch to search across a large range of journals, databases and online indexes.
· Type in keywords on your topic (e.g., climate change adaptation or cellular ageing). Try to use synonyms or alternate terms if you’re not sure exactly which keywords will work best. 
2. After you search, OneSearch will show all types of results (books, ebooks, articles, media, theses, etc.).
· You can refine your list of results using the All Filters >> Modify my results panel by choosing to see:
· Peer-reviewed Articles (under the heading: Availability) or
· Articles (under the heading: Resource Type)
This filters the results down to journal articles related to your topic. 
3. Use the advanced search options
If your topic is broad or returns too many results, use the Advanced Search option in OneSearch:
· Combine keywords with AND / OR / NOT to narrow or expand your search.
· Search by title, subject, and author if you have more specifics. 

4. Explore subject-specific databases
Some topics are better searched in discipline-specific databases (e.g., PsycINFO for psychology, PubMed for health sciences).
· In OneSearch, click Databases in the top navigation.
· Browse by subject to find the most relevant scholarly databases.
These often offer more powerful search features for finding articles. 
5. Access full text
· When you find an article result, click its title and click the link 
· If you’re off campus, you may need to sign in with your UWA credentials to view full text.
· If you are using Google Scholar, set up UWA full text access by going to Settings > Library Links > select University of Western Australia Library – Find it @UWA. When searching Google Scholar, click Find It@UWA for direct access to PDFs.
· Add the LibKey Nomad browser extension (in Chrome or Firefox) to access full text PDFs when browsing databases. Select University of Western Australia when prompted. If full text is available via UWA, a Download PDF button will pop up.
